Mr. Autrey addressed the Council with a concern at his RV Park that is outside city limits but the water is serviced and billed from the City of Wink. He claims to have no water at one of his parks and has not had water for months. Because of this he has lost two of his renters and the two remaining are talking about moving out, so he is asking the council to help him out. Mayor Hawkins understood the dilemma and advised Mr. Autrey that it is not just he that is having issues with the water, it is the whole town.

 The water tower did not meet TCEQ’s standards and so repairs had to be made. The tower doesn’t give water but helps give the town pressure. The pumps are what gives the town water, and the pumps have caused some problems because of the fluctuation of the water pressure. The City was told that it would be 14 days (fourteen) but unforeseen circumstances have extended this date.
 At this time, an unknown woman, spoke up and said she did not have any water and it’s been months. The mayor advised her that if she hasn’t had water for months, it was not because of the city.
Mr. Autrey then was reminded that he has 2 (two) meters, and he would go and check to see if the second meter was indeed turned off.

Scales will have to be rented to measure the amount of dirt by the yard.
